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Report on the Business Seminar

The Bangalore Chamber of Industry and Commerce (BCIC) organized a Business seminar
on "Doing Business with Indonesia" and Invitation to Participate in Trade Expo Indonesia
2011"on Thursday, July 21, 2011. A lively session of presentation on Indonesia's potential
for investors and the ensuing Trade Expo elicited keen interest among the members, who
attended the Seminar.

In his welcome remarks, Mr. H.V. Harish, Vice President, BCIC highlighted the areas of
opportunities for bilateral business ties between the two countries and said Indonesia
being one of the largest economies in South East Asia and an emerging market is an
attractive destination for Indian investors. He further pointed out that current Indian
investment with only $ 44 million was only a small dent into the Indonesian economy. He
underlined the need for tapping the huge potential and added that the balance of trade,
which currently was in favour of the ASEAN Member State, was predicted to more double
by 2015 to $ 25 bill. This reflects the importance the two countries gave to each other, he
said. Mr. Harish, however, pointed the lack of direct connectivity between the two
countries and urged Indonesia to introduce air links through Garuda, its national carrier.

Later making a presentation on the theme of the Seminar "Doing Business with Indonesia",
Mr. Dicky Fabrian, Consul (Economics) & Head of the Consulate, Mumbai, recalled the
strong bonds between the Indonesia and India. He said the scope for bilateral co-operation
between the two countries in respect of trade, investments, transfer of technology as well
as setting up of turnkey projects and participating in international tenders was very vast
and immense. There has recently been an increased two-way movement of trade and
investments to and from India.
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This was duly amplified by the phenomenal growth of 36 per cent increase in the trade in
one year i.e. 2009-2010. He said the volume of trade jumped from $ 9.64 billion in 2009 to
$ 13.2 billion in 2010. This rising trend got a further boost with the first quarter of 2011
already witnessing a $9.2 billion trade. Mr. Fabrian said the country offered attractive
investment opportunities in Western Sumatra and Riau Province, which with a rich
repository of natural resources offered an excellent opportunity to investors for trade and
investment.

In his presentation on the Jakarta International Expo (JIExpo), which will he held form
October 10 to 26, Mr. Aksamil, Khair, Director, Indonesian Trade Promotion Centre (IITPC),
Chennai gave the highlight of the Expo and said the focus of the event will be to display new
and best brands of export oriented Indonesian products. Promoting non-oil products,
which are the mainstay of its economy, giving a fillip to the promotion of tourism sector are
the other major objectives of the JIExpo, he said.

The Expo has been planned and designed with imagination to provide the best and modern
facilities to the participants with the Expo platform offering an Icon Pavilion assuming
accent on Green Products.

Mr. T S Sampath Kumar, Secretary General proposed a vote of thanks and hoped that the
excellent information provided by the Indonesian Consulate representatives will the pave
the way for enhancing the exchange of contacts and enhance the information flow between
BCIC and the Consulate.
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
