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Report on the Interactive Session on “Indo-German Logistics – Needs, 
Opportunities and Benefits” held on December 6, 2011 

 
The Bangalore Chamber of Industry and Commerce organized an Interactive Session on 
Tuesday, December 6, 2011 on Ȱ)ÎÄÏ-German Logistics - Needs, Opportunities and 
"ÅÎÅÆÉÔÓȱȢ  The Session brought out the huge potential for partnership between the two 
countries in the field of logistics and transportation, particularly at a time when India is 
looking at accelerating its economic growth. 
 
In his welcome address, Mr. H V Harish underlined the need for India to strengthen its 
internal logistics infrastructure for both for attracting investment from Germany and 
increasing the bilateral trade between the two countries. Though India was faced with 
temporary challenges in its growth trend, its potential to emerge as a strong economy 
has been established by its consistently good performance even when the global slow-
down had affected several other countries. This he said was evident from the impressive 
bilateral trade touching $18 billion in 2011 and German investment also growing fast.

and commitment towards India.  He also hoped that the InÄÉÁÎȭ ÇÏÖÅÒÎÍÅÎÔȭÓ ÉÎÔÅÎÔ ÏÎ 
allowing 100 per cent Foreign Direct Investment in the retail sector would open up 
opportunities for investment in the logistics and infrastructure.  
 
In his summary of the Germany-India partnership on logistics, Dr. Veit Steinle, Head of 
the Department, Federal Ministry of Transport, Building and Urban Development said

Whitfield 
registered the best ever monthly turnover of Rs.10 crore in November, which 
underlined the robust growth prospect of the southern region; Mr. Shastri said adding 
that the ICD has been registering a 40 per cent increase in Exim. 
 
In his presentation, Mr. Michael Kuchenbecker, Branch Manager, Logistics Alliance 
Germany explained about the unique Public Private Partnership (PPP) Model of his 
country in planning and designing the logistics and transportation solutions.  Germany's 
excellent reputation as a top logistics location is not only due to its capable 
transportation infrastructure but a result of the competence of its highly-qualified 
logistics service providers. Logisticians of all logistics Sectors have joined together in 
the "Sponsorship Association for the Logistics Location Germany". The Logistics Alliance 
Germany receives a broad and vital support by the logistics industry, he said.  
 
Mr. Michael said with its technology and experience, Logistics Alliance can offer India a 
comprehensive tailor-made design and service models to address specific industry like 
automobile. He said the German experiment has equipped Logistics Alliance in 
connecting a good supply chain management for a globally integrated and protected 
logistics system to address the issues of efficiency, cost effectiveness and speed of 
delivery.  The system and process centric model has evolved ironing out complex issues 
of handling and management of variety of goods from different verticals to make the
